
Wallis in Wonderland
One woman’s legendary collection of Deco Jewellery

Fold in half lengthwise Unfold to make a 
centre crease, then 

flip upside down

Fold the upper right corner 
down so the top edge sits 

on the centre crease

Do the same with the 
left corner

Fold the top point 
down to align with 

the centre fold

Put the upper right corner on 
the centre crease an inch above the

point. Crease well

Do the same with the
upper left corner

Fold the point up and align 
with the centre crease 

Flip the plane over Fold it in half so the 
edges align 

Fold the top flap along
the dotted line. Crease

Start with the figure
 side facing up

Fold the other wing
down to match the first

Unfold wings. 
Side view.

Ready to fly.Unfold wings.
Top view
